Butterfly lovers are actively engaged in maintaining a beautiful butterfly garden at Frank Park, a 
private five-acre site dedicated to the pioneering Frank family. The garden features an assortment of 
nectar plants to attract butterflies and other pollinators and fits in nicely with the numerous specimen 
trees and shrubs from around the world, many of which are labeled so visitors can learn their place of 
origin.
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Other features of Frank Park include four Har-Tru bocce courts and a regulation-size croquet court
where members can enjoy spirited competition. Also, within the property is a dedicated Dog Park area
where members and their four-legged friends can participate in daily “Yappy Hour” social gatherings.

With the increased interest in developing sustainable business practices, Wilderness Country Club is
preparing to join the growing number of clubs throughout the country that are providing charging
stations for members and their guests with electric vehicles.
